In 1936 Bettys founder, Frederick Belmont, travelled on the maiden voyage of the Queen Mary. He was
so enthralled by the splendour of the ship that he commissioned the Queen Mary’s designers and
craftsmen to turn a dilapidated furniture store in the heart of York into his most sophisticated branch yet
— an elegant café in the land-locked location of St Helen’s Square. Today, as you sit in Bettys surrounded
by huge curved windows, elegant wood panelling and ornate mirrors, you can almost imagine yourself
aboard a luxury liner. This restaurant gets very busy!

Saturday 27 June 2009

The Jorvik Viking Centre - www.jorvik-viking-centre.co.uk

Until excavated during a comparably recent archaeological dig, the Viking city of Jorvik lay buried for more than
1000 years. Part of the Viking city has been reconstructed with thousands of artefacts such as tools and domestic
and personal items. The tour (in electronically guided passenger vehicles), includes a visit to the archaeology
labs, where you'll learn how the finds were analyzed and preserved. A gift shop is located on site.



York Minster - www.yorkminster.org

York Minster is one of the great cathedrals of the world. We
will have an hour to enjoy its vast spaces, filled with music
and revealing the human imagination at work on glass, stone,
and other fabrics. The Minster is a Gothic cathedral and is
the largest of its kind in Northern Europe. It is the seat of the
Archbishop of York (the second-highest office of the Church
of England), and cathedral for the Diocese of York. Its for-
mal title is The Cathedral and Metropolitical Church of St
Peter in York. It has a very wide Decorated Gothic nave
and chapter house, a Perpendicular Gothic choir and
east end, and Early English north and south transepts.
The nave contains the West Window, constructed in
1338, and over the Lady Chapel in the east end is the
Great East Window, (finished in 1408), the largest ex-
panse of medieval stained glass in the world. In the
north transept is the Five Sisters Window, each lancet
being over 16 metres high. The south transept contains
the world famous Rose window.

The NRM in York is the largest museum of
its type in the world.and displays a collec-
tion of over 100 locomotives and nearly 200
other items of rolling stock, virtually all of
which either ran on the railways of Great
Britain or were built there. Also on the 20
acre (8 hectare) site are many hundreds of
thousands of other items and records of so-
cial, technical and historical interest.

In addition there's also a restaurant, café, and gift shop on-site.

Jorvik Centre and a guided tour of York Minster as pre booked. Admission to the National Railway
Museum is free. Lunch at own cost.

There is also an opportunity to ride the Yorkshire Wheel to get
good views of the city. This is accessed from the museum at
£6.50 per person — pay direct.

Coach transfers back to the Holiday Inn York departing at 1530
and 1600.

All: Evening at leisure—you may wish to make up tables for dinner in the hotel—nothing formal.
Possible coach schedule (evening) - subject to demand. See notice board in hotel lobby.

Sunday 28 June 2009

Flying: Coach transfer departing at 0930 to Y ork/Elvington for flight round the Welsh coast including
landing at Caernarfon (EGCK 1080m asphalt - www.air-world.co.uk).
At Caernarvon walk to the beach or visit the aviation museum — for museum pay direct at £5.50 per
person. Lunch available at own cost. Continue round Wales to Gloucestershire Airport (EGBJ 1419m
asphalt. www.gloucestershireairport.co.uk). Coach transfer to Holiday Inn Gloucester/Cheltenham
departing at approximately 1600 (depending on last aircraft landed time) .

Coaching: Transfer from the Holiday Inn York departing at 0945 to Holiday Inn Gloucester/Cheltenham

Via a visit to the National Space Centre in Leicester www.spacecentre.co.uk

The award winning National Space Centre is the UK's
largest attraction dedicated to space. From the minute you
catch sight of the Space Centre's futuristic Rocket Tower,
you'll be treated to breathtaking discovery and interactive
fun.

Admission £12.72 — pay direct. Light lunch available at own
cost (Restaurant accessible without paying admission).

Also or alternatively visit the adjacent Abbey Pumping Sta-
tion Museum which is holding an “Urban Steam Rally”.

Note: Coach will set down and depart for cleaning.

Depart Leicester at 1430 (or as announced on coach)

All: Dinner at the Holiday Inn (cost included in hotel booking)

Monday 29 June 2009

Flying: Coach transfer departing Holiday Inn at 0900 to Gloucestershire Airport for flight to Perranporth
(EGTP 940m asphalt - www.perranporthairfield.com). Flight could also be extended to overfly Lands
End, the most westerly point of mainland England.

Coach transfer departs Perranporth at & & & & to the Eden Project ecological centre
(www.edenproject.com) for a guided tour. Coach transfers between Perranporth and the Eden Project
and admission to the Eden Project
with guide as pre booked. Lunch
available at own cost.

Timing of coach transfer to
Perranporth for return flight will be
announced.

Coach transfer to Holiday Inn Gloucester/Cheltenham departing at approximately 1600 (depending on last
aircraft landed time) .

Coaching: Coach departing at 0930 for pre booked Cotswold tour including a visit to Dyrham Park
(www .nationaltrust.org.uk/main/w-dyrhampark) which is in a beautiful Gloucestershire valley and
surrounded by 110 hectares of garden and rolling parkland, this grand baroque house with spectacular
sweeping views towards Bristol was designed and built during the reign of William III. Lavish 17"
century collections reflect all things Dutch including splendid Delftware, paintings and furniture.
Victorian domestic quarters provide visitors with an intriguing insight to life below stairs. There is a 200
seat “Tea Room” available for a light lunch. A leisurely trip through the Cotswolds - www.the-
cotswolds.org before returning to the Holiday Inn at about 1600.
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All: Evening at leisure perhaps taking advantage of the restaurants in Cheltenham.

Coach shuttle schedule (evening)

Return Cheltenham to Holiday Inn York at 2130 and 2200

Tuesday 30 June 2009

All: By coaches depart at 0930 for pre booked tour of
Bristol including a visit to SS Great Britain which A A
was launched in Bristol in 1843 with the groundbreak- £k E e

ing combination of a screw propeller and iron hull
(www.ssgreatbritain.org). This is followed by a
guided tour of the Clifton Suspension Bridge span-
ning the beautiful Avon Gorge (www.clifton-
suspension-bridge.org.uk).

We will then visit new Broadmead and Cabot Centre

shopping area (www.bristolbroadmead.co.uk) which has several places for lunch. Return to the Holiday
Inn.

All: Evening at leisure perhaps taking advantage of the restaurants in Gloucester.

Return Gloucester to Holiday Inn York at 2130 and 2200

Wednesday 1 July 2009

Flying: Coach departs at 1000 for Gloucestershire Airport. Fly to Chichester/Goodwood (EGHR

1199m grass - www.goodwood.co.uk) Payment made for tour will now be used to pay landing fees for
which we have obtained a group rate. Lunch at own cost.

After lunch you may wish to fly via south coast and Kent to Cambridge (EGSC 1965m concrete -

www.cambridgecityairport.com). Coach transfer departing at 1600 (subject to arrival of last aircraft) to
the Menzies Hotel Cambridge.

Coaching: Coach departs 1015 from Holiday Inn Gloucester/Cheltenham for visit to the Heritage Motor
Museum at Gaydon — (www.heritage-motor-centre.co.uk) pay entrance fee of £9.00 direct. Lunch
available at own cost. Departs Gaydon at 1430 or as announced on coach for Menzies Cambridge Hotel.

All: Option to eat in hotel (at own cost) or coach transfer to Cambridge.

Thursday 2 July 2009
Flying: Coach departs at 0930 to Cambridge Airport. Fly to Retford/Gamston (EGNE 1203m asphalt).

Gamston is the UK home of Diamond Aircraft
Industries and we hope to have a brief look over
the Diamond Katana, Star and Twin Star aircraft.

Refreshments will be available at own costs.

You may wish to fly back to Cambridge via Nor-
folk.

Coach departs Cambridge Airport at 1600 (subject
to last aircraft arrival) for the Menzies Cambridge
Hotel.

Note that the Chatsworth entrance fee will be used to cover Punting on the Cam tomorrow.
Coaching: Coach departs at 1000 for the National Stud at Newmarket. (www.nationalstud.co.uk).

The National Stud is the showcase for British Thoroughbred breeding. It comprises over 500 acres of prime
pastureland on the edge of Newmarket, headquarters of racing in the UK. Its facilities include
accommodation for eight stallions and up to 200 mares in nine separate yards. A guided tour will be
included (for those who booked Chatsworth) and lunch will be available at own cost. Coach transfer back
to Menzies Cambridge Hotel, arriving at approximately 1600.

All: Option to eat in hotel (at own cost) or coach transfer to Cambridge.

Coach shuttle schedule (evening)

From Menzies Hotel to Cambridge drop off point at 1830 and 1915
Return Cambridge to Menzies Hotel at 2130 and 2200

Friday 3 July 2009

All: Coaches depart at 0930 to Cambridge (www.visitcambridge.org) for morning pre booked guided
sightseeing tour of this famous, historic and beautiful University City. This will operate in two groups.
Lunch in one of the many restaurants at own cost. Afternoon punting on the river (in two groups—1330
and 1430). Coaches depart at 1530 back to Menzies Hotel.

All: Evening Coach transfer depart hotel at 1830 and 1835 to Jesus College
(www _jesus.cam.ac.uk) in Cambridge for our pre booked Farewell dinner in the
Hall dating back to the Norman period and taken over from Benedictine Nunnery
by the College in the 15™ Century. Welcome drink and 4-course meal with wine
and coffee is included. (Regret College rules do not allow children to attend).
